EJ GLACIER NATIONAL PARK Here's one of the largest intact ecosystems in
the continental United States, where you're likely to see mountain goats, bighorn
sheep, moose, deer, bears and more in their natural habitat within the park’s
borders. Get a look at some of the park’s 25 glaciers as you hike parts of the 700+
miles of trails, through cedar groves or along high rocky ledges. Take the only
driving route through the park, the historic Going-to-the-Sun Road, for 50 miles

of views and elevations that get more exciting as you go. But if you don’t want to
drive or hike, try a ride in a vintage touring motorbus, take a guided horseback ride
or climb aboard a scenic boat tour.
